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ORDER

By Order dated January 16, 2013, the Board invited the Office of Special
Counsel (OSC) to file an amicus brief in this matter by February 15, 2013. The
Board also invited the parties to respond to OSC’s brief by March 8, 2013.

The Board has decided to invite any interested individual or organization to
file an amicus brief in this appeal. The Board is publishing a notice in the
Federal Register inviting interested individuals or organizations to file amicus
briefs by March 1, 2013. The Board has therefore decided to extend the deadline
for OSC’s amicus brief to coincide with that of the other amici. Accordingly,
OSC may file a brief as amicus curiae in this appeal so that it is received by
March 1, 2013. OSC should file its brief with the Office of the Clerk of the

Board and the Board, in turn, will serve OSC’s brief, and any briefs received

from other individuals or organizations, on the parties. OSC may file its brief by



email to mspb@mspb.gov, fax (202) 653-7130, or by mail or personal delivery.
